Southern leaders had threatened secession if the Republican candidia¢te]n

won the 1860 election Following Lincoln's victory, many Southern whites felt that
disunion had become their only option

While not all Southerners saw themselves as fighting to preserve slavery, most of
the officers and over a third of the rank and file ireés army had close family

ties to slavery. To Northerners, in contrast, the motivation was primarily to
preserve theUnion, not to abolish slavery!
